Visual Learning—What’s on your walls?

Creating Anchor Charts

Content:
Reflects instruction by stating explicit strategies or
showing the process of how to do something.

Language:
Reflects reading level and language of the students

you teach. Make it like a billboard.

Drawings:
Simple drawings, clipart, or photographs communi-

cate information to your students.

Student exemplars and examples reinforce expecta-
tions and provides models that are within the zone
of proximal development of the other students in the
classroom.

Teachers and students add to anchor charts as they

debrief student work time, recording important facts,

useful strategies, steps in a process, or quality crite-
ria.

Students add ideas to an anchor chart as they apply
new learning, discover interesting ideas, or develop
useful strategies for problem-solving or skill appli-
cation.
